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Bridge Update
In the next couple of weeks, there will be changes to traffic patterns near the intersection of Highways 444 a
321. On or about April 7, the Tennessee Department of Transportation (TDOT) will open one lane on the ne\
bridge over the Tellico Canal (toward Maryville). The existing bridge over the canal will be open to one lane ¢
traffic going toward Lenoir City. About a week later, the ramp that goes under the Tellico Canal bridges will b
closed for about two months while the ramp is aligned with the new roadway, repaved and the sand baskets
removed. That closure means traffic coming from Maryville to Tellico Village will have to make a left turn fron
H321 on to H444. Traffic from H444 going to Lenoir City will have to make a left turn on to H321. The
TDOT Liaison Committee will provide more information about these changes as we receive it from TDOT.
Around the first of April, we will see the TDOT contractor begin to pour concrete on the new Highway 321
Bridge. The pouring of the roadway will be followed by pouring the side barriers and asphalt paving of the ro:
